Group Two spent a fabulous day at the British Museum 

before half term.   

Our visit tied in with our 

topic this term on ‘Shared 

Beliefs.’  We have been look-

ing at different cultures’ be-

liefs and attitudes to living 

and dying, and so 

found the special 

exhibition on the 

Ancient Egyptians ‘Book of 

the Dead’ fascinating.

These spells give the dead person special powers and help 

protect him on his dangerous crossing through the after-

life.  He will have to defeat demons, meet the gods and 

pass tests on his journey to the land of the dead.

In accordance with the Dfes guidelines, I write to inform you that our Block 1 pupils 

will be covering themes related to Sex and Relationship Education over the next few 

weeks. SRE at Dunhurst is one aspect of a coordinated PSHE scheme of work which 

runs throughout the year. SRE is lifelong learning about physical, sexual, moral and 

emotional development. It is about the understanding of the importance of relation-

ships, respect, care and family life. It involves acquiring information, developing skills 

and forming positive beliefs, values and attitudes. The Dfes ‘Sex and Relationship Guid-

ance’ (2000) recommends that ‘effective sex and relationship education is essential if 

young people are to make responsible and well informed decisions about their lives’. 

The school has a key role, in partnership with parents and pupils in delivering SRE.
