Block II Art trip to Pallant house Gallery and Goodwood Sculpture Park 

On Tuesday, Block II pupils immersed themselves in a day packed with new, 

creative experiences. The day was spent at Chichester's modern art gallery, Pal-

lant House and Goodwood's Sculpture Park. In Chichester, 'Identity and Status' 

were the focus of the morning, which included a workshop on portrait drawing 

and a tour of the gallery, beginning with 'The Amberley Panels', commissioned 

in 1539 by the Bishop of Chichester prior to a visit from King Henry VIII.  

Portraits by Peter Blake and the late Richard Hamilton gave us an opportunity 

to study well-known Pop Art pieces before one of the highlights of the trip, vis-

iting the Frida Kahlo and Diego Rivera exhibition. A contextual lesson at 

school had introduced our pupils to these artists' work, but we all found it excit-

ing to be faced with the original works of art.  Dunhurst pupils impressed our 

tour guides with their ability to decipher the symbolism in Frida Kahlo's work.  

They clearly understood that here was an artist who, despite her pain and suf-

fering, was able to portray herself as strong and passionate. 

The wonderfully warm, ñIndian Summerò, weather allowed us to enjoy a lei-

surely picnic in the grounds of Chichester cathedral before heading off to 

Goodwood Sculpture Park. On arrival, pupils were given the task of becoming 

curators.  Armed with sketchbooks, pencils and cameras each group was asked 

to discuss and select 3 sculptural pieces to have sited in the school grounds at 

Dunhurst.  Surprisingly, 'practicality' and 'function' were clearly important at-

tributes. One group chose a cast iron óhoneycombe' sculpture, which they felt 

suited Dunhurst and Bedales.  They decided this should be sited in Outdoor Work and could double as 

a photo opportunity for Dunhurst leavers. Exploring, discovering and, even climbing on, some of the 

sculptures was immense fun and many pupils will be eager to bring parents back to share their experi-

ence.
