From the Matrons ð Nits!!!!  

Dear Parents  

Please could you ensure that your childõs hair is checked regu-

larly for nits? We currently use an alternative chemical and 

pesticide free solution called ôNitty Grittyõ. Together with the 

solution and their amazing comb that traps lice, nits and crucially eggs, we have found it 

very effective.  

Although ôNitty Grittyõ is now available in several chemists (Boots) it is obtainable from 

their website www.nittygritty.co.uk  or by mail order on 0207 4600166.  ôHedrinõ is an-

other product that is also effective, its skin friendly and odourless. Hedrin works with-

out pesticides, instead it uses Dimeticone to coat and effectively suffocate the lice. It 

is clinically proven, with the added benefit that the lice do not become resistant to this 

treatment as they can with pesticide solutions.  Alternatively, you canõt beat the old 

fashioned method of combing the hair with a nit comb with the hair covered in condi-

tioner. This method can work equally well if done regularly and thoroughly.  

Lastly, please could any children with long hair, tie it back as although it will not prevent 

catching head lice, it will reduce the risk.
