Wednesdays Ipm - 3.15pm 
At the moment groups of up to 6 Block pupils have weekly visits to Hollwater School 

for Learning Disabled children in Bordon.  This happens on Wednesdays, leaving at 

1pm and returning to school at around 3.15 pm. Usually I drive them in the school 

minibus but if I canõt make the trip or the minibuses are all booked, rely on parent 

help for transport.  At the moment Vivien McGuirk, Katherine Rodbert and Monique 

Newlands have kindly supported the programme in this way.   Fiona Blackley now a 

Bedales parent and governor of Hollywater school is also often involved. Parent driv-

ers are asked to stay in the school for approx 1 ½ hrs while the pupils help out in 

classrooms and return them when they have finished at 2.50 (back at school 3.15). 

Parents are not expected to assist in the classrooms ð (it can be a chance to catch up 

on a quiet moment of reading while sitting the staffroom!) 

There are a few simple safety requirements we need to put in place before parents 

can transport pupils but if you have a car that can take 6 passengers and would like to 

support this valuable school programme please can you contact me 

lbanks@bedales.org or ring the school?

U13 Hockey Report 

What a superb game we had on 

Wednesday to finish what has been 

a really encouraging and reasonably 

successful season. I have so enjoyed 

taking the team and never more so 

that when we played our three 11-a

-side games, one of which we lost, 

one we drew and one we won. We 

were definitely at our strongest in 

this format and Wednesdayõs game 

proved the point. Playing against an 

athletic Frensham side, the same 

side that came a creditable second 

in our 7-a-side tournament, we had 

at least 65% of the play. We went 

down early on but came back in-

credibly strongly to go 2-1 up after 

half time and were disappointed to 

concede a goal five minutes from 

time in a game that we probably 

should have edged. This was a great 

performance and once again the 

effort was outstanding. We had in 

this squad thirteen boys prepared 

to give their all for their school and 

the team. If we lacked one thing it 

would be strategic awareness at 

crucial times which left us a little bit 

exposed on occasions but with a 

win against Seaford and a narrow 

defeat against KES Witley we are 

indeed competing at a high level in relation to our competitor 

schools. 

The boys have been first rate, not only in their play but also in 

their attitude before and after each game which is very important. 

Alex H has had a splendid season in goal; he really has commanded the area and been big on 

bravery. Milo H has proved to be an excellent addition to the side this term. He fitted in well at 

the back and is one of the boys who has an intrinsic feel for the game.

Max H was very strong in the centre of defence and made a signifi-

cant difference to the side when he played. He was invariably first 

to the ball and clever with his distribution. Louis H also turned out 

for us on several occasions, he was another part of what I felt was 

an incredibly strong and savvy back four, and there was always a 

sense of confidence when he played. Josh M is a very versatile 

player, comfortable on the ball when going forward and sound in 

defence, we think he invented the term ôfirst to the ballõ. Rupert C 

followed the coachõs instructions to perfection, the sort of player 

we like; he made a lot of constructive runs and was very reliable. 

James G literally won the Seaford game for us by stretching the op-

position and creating space for other players to work in. He too 

really understands the nuances of the game. For me the boy who 

came on most this year was Jeff H, he has shown fantastic commit-

ment to the school and technically came on in leaps and bounds. 

He is a great lad and a real grafter. Milo VdB can certainly hit a ball 

hard and will never shirk responsibility; he gave the role of skipper 

a really good go for which I thank him. Jack V always seemed to be 

in the right place at the right time and was on the score sheet 

more often than not. He showed incredible tenacity in the tackle 

and really hassled the opposition defence. Rory B really came into 

his own towards the end of the season; he is a very capable all 

rounder and formed a solid core in the middle of the park. George 

R is proving to be a very accomplished sportsman, he really does 

have presence on the pitch and exudes a good deal of class, and he 

will be a big asset next year. Tom R has the sweetest stick skills of 

any one in the side it was as if the ball was glued to his stick (never actu-

ally checked that it wasnõt). He was comfortable at the back but at his 

best when launching into a creative run. 

So there we go another season over and the hockey pitch will very 

soon give way to tennis courts. The boys have been great, always pre-

pared to have a bit of a laugh but are extremely well focused on the 

pitch, an excellent combination. Thanks again boys for a super season.
